Visit to Leyton Orient training ground 
As part of our on-going relationship with our local 
professional club some of our Year 10 GCSE PE students 
went to watch the Leyton Orient first team put through their 
paces at the training ground. The boys were able to see the 
type of work that professional players do and how they 
improve their fitness levels. The boys will use this information 
to help them with their ôPersonal Exercise Plansõ that they 
will be doing for their coursework. 
 
PE Curriculum 
In games lessons boys have been doing basketball this term 
at the Score Centre whilst they have been doing fitness in 
school. The new fitness suite which opened after half term 
has been used to support the learning for both Key Stage 3 
and 4 students. As part of the fitness module boys have 
been undertaking the ôBleepõ or Multi-Stage fitness test, this 
is a progressive test that measures Cardiovascular 
Endurance. Marcos Munt in Year 10 has recorded the 
highest score this year with 14.4. To give you an idea to get 
into the Marines you must get to Level 11!!!

On Thursday 8th December nine students from Year 10 went 
to Leyton Sixth Form College to participate in the Waltham 
Forest Volleyball selection tournament for the London Youth 
Games. 
Norlington entered 2 teams and finished first and joint 
second. The highlight of the tournament was when the teams 
faced each other with the first match finishing 15 ð 14 to 
the A Team and second finishing by the same score to the 
the B Team. Well done to the boys on finishing top and 
going on to represent Waltham Forest in Volleyball at the 
London youth games in 2012.

moves. Stephen Lopez already has two Olympic Golds and 
a Bronze to his name, Paige hopes to win her first medal at 
London 2012.
